Edgy Watercolorists: L e t Siast a Conversation!

Watercolor has a publicity problem. This according to Apryll
Killpack, Gallery Director, and Susan Bohmholdt, Art Curator,
from Alpine Art. Many patrons of this intimate gallery and
frame shop do not perceive watercolor paintings as having the
same value as their oil or acrylic counterparts. Susan says
she has come to realize the opposite is actually true.
Watercolor is harder to master and more expensive to ,
produce, certainly to frame! What then are we to do? Should Colleen Reynolds
we stay in our studios and sulk, feeling superior and misunderstood, yet disgruntled
by the unfairness of it all? Susan and Apryll believe we need to start a
conversation, not only with the potential art patrons, but also with the staffs of art
institutions. A AArt p u r ¢ h aaddeSusan, i ipsersonal. The work has to speak to
the buyer. Original art must feel unique and valuable. Often times, a watercolor
work looks just like a print that a consumer can purchase for a fraction of the cost.0

Oil and acrylic paintings provide a more immediate interaction. Viewers can touch
the painting surface and see the mark of the painter. The glass on a watercolor,
perhaps, creates a barrier between the viewer and the art. Presentation is key in all
art media, but most especially with watercolor. If framing materials are shabby, a
patron will spot it in a second. Watercolor artists need to present work in such a
way as to show off its original uniqueness. Watercolor needs to look classic and
rich.

Patrons are also extremely interested in the artist. What is the a r t ibackg@®und?
Why did she paint that particular painting? Artists need to take the time to prepare
a biography and a r t istateémiergt for each showing of their work. These materials
oftenfi c | itha adedl.0

Finally, | e thave a conversation about the watercolor painting process (and not
just at meetings with other watercolorists). Why do watercolor painters leave so
much white? In other media, leaving the raw white canvas showing is a sign of an

amateur. Susan was intrigued to learn the opposite is true in watercolor. i Wo w!

L e ttélls about t h aghé says. What makes watercolor hard? What is all this
about pigment-to-water ratio on the brush, and mastering the timing of a wet
surface? How do we create hard edges verses soft edges? L e ttdlksabout how
the transparent nature of our medium shows the history of every mark, making it
the least forgiving of all.

Wow! Watercolorists are the real masters! We have known that all along, right?
Ha! L et take to the streets and airwaves then! L e t talls and write about
watercolor, spend time preparing our professional materials, invest in quality
presentation, embrace new ideas, and be ready to show off our stuff!
